Assertions Made by New Orleans District Attorney Jim Garrison in JFK
∙ The Warren Commission Report is flawed. Testimony reported in the Report was either altered or fabricated.

∙ That Lee Harvey Oswald was not the lone gunman in assassinating President Kennedy.


° At best, Oswald was a patsy—someone who was set up to take the fall for the crime.


° Oswald had connections with New Orleans.



∙ He spent part of his childhood in New Orleans.



∙ He was arrested in 1962 while protesting U.S. policy toward Cuba.



∙ His office was located in the same building as Guy Bannister’s. (Bannister was an ex-FBI agent, who was a virulent anti-communist.)


° Oswald was allowed re-entry into the United States in 1962 from the Soviet Union. This is not the usual treatment someone like Oswald should have received in the middle of the Cold War.



∙ Oswald had defected to the USSR in 1959 and renounced his American citizenship.



∙ Oswald had married the daughter of a KGB colonel, and brought her with him when he returned to the U.S.



∙ Oswald was never detained for any length of time, nor was his wife, Marina.


° Someone claiming to be Oswald purchased an automobile in Mexico while the real Oswald was still in Moscow.


° At worst, Oswald was part of a conspiracy to assassinate President Kennedy.



∙ Oswald could not hit his target during boot camp while in training for the Marine Corps.



∙ The rifle found on the sixth floor of the Book Depository was an Italian infantry bolt-action rifle from World War One. It was one of the worst made rifles in the history of warfare. Yet, Oswald (a poor shooter) was expected to fire, on target, three shots in 5.6 seconds at a moving target, away from his post, through a tree in bloom.


∙ The Zapruder film, along with eyewitness testimony, seem to confirm that at least one shot, the kill shot, came from the front of the President’s limousine. The area in question is known as the Grassy Knoll.



∙ Oswald was known to associate with the anti-communist communities in Dallas and in New Orleans once he returned from the USSR. In fact, his wife, Marina, was staying with a Russian immigrant family who fought for the Czar against the communists in the Russian Civil War.

∙ “The Magic Bullet Theory”


° According to the Warren Commission Report, there were only three shots fired from the Texas Book Depository Building’s sixth floor, where Oswald worked.


° The first shot missed, hitting a bystander at the triple overpass.


° The second shot hit Kennedy in the back/throat and Connolly in the rib, wrist, and leg. This is the Magic Bullet.


° The third shot hit Kennedy in the head, killing him.


° The “Magic Bullet” allegedly hit Kennedy in the back, traveling downward at a 17° angle, exited through the President’s throat, stopped in midair for 1.6 seconds, angled downward and hit Governor Connolly in the ribcage (shattering ribs), exited the Governor’s torso and entering his left wrist, and after shattering his wrist, the bullet entered his left leg. This bullet was found in pristine (or like new) condition while Governor Connolly was waiting for care at Parkland Memorial Hospital.
