In attempt to contain and prevent the spread of communism in Europe, the United States and its allies formed a new defense organization known as the North Atlantic Treaty Organization (or NATO). In response, the Soviet Union and its allies formed their own alliance, the Warsaw Pact. As a result, a global competition ensued for the allegiance of non-aligned (or neutral) nations between the U.S. and the U.S.S.R. This competition came to be known as the Cold War.
To better see how this competition played out in Europe, please follow instructions for completing the map on the back and for each item below. You must complete all of these tasks for complete credit.

1. Color AND label all of the countries of Europe. Consult the map located in your textbook or via the Internet. Remember, the year is 1955. Indicate which nations were members of the North American Treaty Organization (NATO), the Warsaw Pact, and which ones were neutral. Also remember to create a legend/key for the map as well, which should be located in the upper left corner on the map
.

2. Find and label the so-called “Iron Curtain,” which British Prime Minister Winston Churchill said had “descended upon Europe.”
3. Label below the map the NATO member nations not located on this map.
4. Mark and label the following cities: Brussels, Warsaw, and Moscow.

5. Find and label the following bodies of water: the North Sea; the Irish Sea; the Mediterranean Sea; the Baltic Sea; the Adriatic Sea; and the Black Sea.
